Leading Edge school

As a Leading Edge
School the College offers advice, consul-
tancy and training to other schools both
locally and nationally.

At present we are developing a series of
projects: These are a literacy project to
support students across Corby; a training
programme for the newly qualified teach-
ers in Corby and development of a Corby
Virtual Learning Platform to support the
delivery of vocational teaching materials.

Master classes

The College is a Master class provider for
talented and gifted children in local pri-
mary and secondary schools. Established
Master classes are offered in English,
science, mathematics, ICT and design
technology.

Brooke Weston gives more tuition, greater
access to learning resources, greater
independence and better monitoring and
reporting than is available in many schools
and the difference shows ... The percent-
age of students achieving five A*-C
passes consistently places the College in
the top five state mixed comprehensive
schools in the national league tables.

In 2004, 2005 and 2006 100% of stu-
dents achieved five A*—C passes. In 2006
28 per cent of all examinations taken were
graded at A* or A, a phenomenal result.
In addition A-level results have shown
a continuing trend of improvement over
the past few years, with 2006’s results
being our best yet, with students leaving
with an average of nearly three B grades
each.

The National Standard Attainment Tests
(SATS) taken by Year 8 students continue
to be well above the national average.
We achieve such results by creating an
environment that is calm, non-threatening
and conducive to learning. Student-teacher
relationships are facilitated by the lack
of a staff room, meaning that staff and
students spend quality and focused time
together leading to constructive and posi-
tive learning.

The College fosters a positive working
atmosphere and the excellent results
bear testimony to the work carried out in
partnership by students and staff.
